Ideas & Content ● Music is relevant. A unit theme is 

developed/presented through the song
● Presentation links lyrics specific to 

ALL elements of the the topic/unit
● A thesis is present and details are used 

to clearly develop that thesis, whether 
multi-media (“visual paper”) or on 
paper. 15+ images

● Music is relevant but content is 
generic & not specifically 
linked to a unit theme

● Presentation is loosely linked 
to the topic/unit, lyrics broad

● Some details are used to 
develop connection to topic but 
no clear thesis evident. 10+ 
images

● Lyrics have no clear 
connection to the topic

● Examples are not relevant
● Details do not connect to the 

topic or develop any clear 
argument.

Organization ● Introduction included that sets up 
topic/unit and/or theme clearly 
(embedded in presentation, separate 
electronic file, or hard copy)

● Transitions smooth, connecting 
information – visuals.

● Lyrics included (separate electronic 
file or hard copy)

● Logical sequence used- clear 
examples of relevance and events

● Introduction included that sets 
up topic/unit

● Transitions are apparent but do 
not always work

● Lyrics included
● Sequences are included, but not 

always clear

● No introduction
● Transitions are few or 

nonexistent
● Lyrics are not included
● No logical sequence

Conventions ● Spelling, grammar, usage are all 
correct. 

● Paper, if written is 3-5 pages. Essay 
format, typed

● Citations are included, accurate and 
properly formatted

● Complete sentences

● Spelling, grammar, usage 85% 
correct

● Paper, if written, is 2-4 pages. 
Essay format, neatly written

● Citations are 85% accurate
● Complete sentences

● Spelling, grammar, usage are 
consistently incorrect

● Paper is less than 2 pages, 
illegible

● No citations
● Incomplete sentences
